Note: The recipient must be under 30 years and the activity should be within the past two years.
1. MDGs Socially Responsible Young Social Entrepreneur, Male Category: This category recognizes a male personality who engages in business either in goods or services as a means of income generation without looking for job and he is flourishing. He should have used it to train and empower others {Not for profit basis}, thereby encouraging self sufficiency and job provision. For example; A consultant, A business shop owner e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
2. MDGs Socially Responsible Young Social Entrepreneur Female: This category recognizes a female personality who engages in business either in goods or services as a means of income generation without looking for job and she is flourishing. She should have used it to train and empower others {Not for profit basis}, thereby encouraging self sufficiency and job provision. For example; A caterer, A business shop owner e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures. 
3. MDGs Socially Responsible Young Farmer of the Year: This category recognizes a personality who engages in agricultural practices as a means of income generation and has used it to train and empower others for free, thereby encouraging self sufficiency and job provision. For example; A fish farmer, A poultry owner e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
4. MDGs Socially Responsible Educator Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who engages in teaching and training students in any course or subject {Not for profit basis}
5. MDGs Socially Responsible Community Health Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who sees provision of qualitative health access to people in communities as its focus in positively impacting people in their communities. For example; free health program e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
6. MDGs Socially Responsible Reproductive Health Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who sees reproductive health issues as its focus in positively impacting people in their communities. For example; HIV/AIDS advocacy, sex education, teenage pregnancy prevention e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
7. MDGs Socially Responsible Community Development Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who sees community development activities as a passion and focus in positively impacting people in their communities. For example; facilitating or providing community development projects e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
8. MDGs Socially Responsible Environmental Sustainability Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who sees environmental efforts as its focus in positively impacting communities. For example; tree planting, waste disposal e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
9. MDGs Socially Responsible Women Empowerment Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who sees women empowerment issues as its focus in positively impacting women in their communities. For example; skills development, counseling, assisting them in their various needs e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
10. MDGs Socially Responsible Caring for Special Needs Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who sees caring for people with special needs as its focus in positively impacting them in their communities. For example; organizing developmental programs for the physically challenged e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
11. MDGs Socially Responsible Use of ICT for Change Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who is using ICT as a tool to effect positive change as its focus in positively impacting people in their communities. For example; free ICT training, developing software’s or websites to educate positively e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
12. MDGs Socially Responsible Positive use of the Media {Advocacy}  Icon of the year: This category recognizes a personality who has being using the media either Tv or Radio as a value Re-orientation tool to effect change and provide information and education about developmental related issues thereby positively impacting them in their communities. For example; Tv or Radio programs  to educate and inform e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
13. MDGs Socially Responsible Mother and Child Health Icon of the Year: This category recognizes a personality who sees provision of qualitative welfare to pregnant women and children in communities as its focus in positively improving maternal health and reducing child mortality in communities. For example; Support for pregnant women, children welfare support e.t.c. Along with your entry form you will provide an explanation of your activities as well as your project brief and pictures.
14. MDGs Socially Responsible CSR Organization of the year Icon of the year: This category recognizes outstanding successful charitable giving program(s) and volunteer efforts of a company to support a social or community cause. 
15. MDGs Socially Responsible Special Recognition-Motivation of the year: This is a special reserved category.
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
